
Born in 1949 in Soeul, Korea, Sam Park began painting at 
the age of twelve and was teaching in a local high school by 
the age of thirteen. After graduating from the university in 
1973, Park traveled to France, where he studied painting with 
other young artists in Paris. His artistic style today clearly 
refl ects the inspiration of the French Impressionists.

He returned to Korea in 1984 where he competed in an 
Olympic-sponsored art competition for the upcoming 1988 
Seoul Olympic Games against more than two thousand other 
artists. He won the Gold Medal.

He returned to Europe where he lived for fourteen years 
-- mostly in France, but also in Cypress & Greece. He came 
to America in 1994 where he continues to live on the coast of 
Southern California.
